Unit 1: Foundations of Civilizations, 8000 BC -
500 BC
Students will explore the development of farming
and how it led to the establishment and beginning of
early civilizations as well as the creation of
governments, laws, religions and philosophies.

Students will engage in activities that develop their
skills to think and evaluate processes historically.

Unit 2: Celebrate Freedom Week (5 days -
overlapping with Unit 1-4)
Students will engage in activities from Celebrate
Freedom Week during the week of September 17th
in accordance with TEC 29.907.

Unit 3: Emergence and Collapse of Classical
empires Civilizations, 500 BC - 600 AD

Students will analyze the role of political, economic
and cultural developments of more sophisticated
political entities, specifically empires that emerged
from the core of the River Valley Civilizations.

Unit 4: Medieval Rebuilding and
Reconsolidation, 600-1450
Students will explore the major events during the
Post-Classical Era (600 to 1450) which deal with
the rebuilding of political, economic and social
systems that collapsed with the fall of the Roman
and Han Empires.

Unit 9: Industrialization and Imperialism, 1750-1914 (8
days)
Students will examine the causes and consequences of
industrialization including the shift in Europe from an
agricultural based economy to an industrial economy and the
resulting political, economic, and social changes.
